 CREATIVE ARTS

Writing ~ Each month students will write an hour radio show for performance selecting a format- drama, variety, games, quiz or call in.

Performance ~ Students will learn to direct, produce, cast and perform on stage.

Marketing & Sales ~ Students will create promotional materials to publicize and sell ads, tickets and sponsorships. They will write and perform commercials.

Music ~ Three student musicians will be selected for the studio band to compose and play for the shows.

TECHNICAL ARTS

Broadcasting & Radio Technology ~ Students will explore history, vocabulary, and copyright guidelines of radio technology and how to deploy their digitally recorded broadcasts over FM and Internet radio. They will acquire technical skills needed to run a live radio broadcast including microphone setups, soundboard operation and appropriate stage lighting for an audience.

Stage Management ~ Skills will be taught to run a live radio broadcast from the stage.

Sound Effects ~ Students will learn to make and collect their own sound effects and perform on the stage with the actors on cue from the script. They will learn to operate and balance the mixing of live music into the body of the show and to honor music copyrights, if prewritten music is used.
